For every 11th April (Coup) there is a 13th April (People’s Power)

Venezuelans Celebrate Defeat of Tyranny:

13April 2008: Thousands of Venezuelans rallied along Caracas downtown’s main avenues 
(Urdaneta, Universidad, and Sucre) in order to celebrate the “Day of Recovery of Dignity”, when 
the Venezuelan people and military managed to restore the country’s constitutionality and 
guarantee the return of President Hugo Chávez to his office: The Miraflores Presidential Palace.

This rally was part of the activities of the Week of the Brave People, which commemorates the 
events which took place in April 2002, when a coup d´ État toppled President Chávez, and dozens 
of Venezuelans ended up dead or injured in street riots.

The Miraflores Presidential Palace was surrounded by Venezuelans commemorating the 
restoration of the country’s democracy and celebrating in the midst of different cheerful activities.

Music, slogans, and symbols allusive to the Bolivarian Revolution were the order of the day, when 
a real red tide moved to the venue of the Revolutionary Government, where a platform was ready 
for President Chávez to address the country.

President Chávez has reiterated that the Venezuelan social movements and the organized people 
were the conscious protagonists of the actions defeating the coup implemented by sectors 
opposing the Bolivarian Project, and supported by foreign factors.

The Week of the Brave People also included activities such as the International Peace 
Conference and the Meeting of Intellectuals and Artists in Defense of Humanity, where the 
Venezuelan President participated on Saturday.
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A Week to Recall

During this week, different references to the 2002 April coup d´ État returned to the political 
scenario and highlighted the power of the consciousness of the Venezuelan people, who united 
against the oligarchy’s pretensions.

Pictures and videos have shown again the reality surrounding the events taking place on that day, 
including the actions of the police against the people such as opening fire against street 
demonstrations, resulting in casualties and injured.

Likewise, witnesses of these events exposed the media manipulation that led to the coup d´ État,
and the self-proclamation of businessmen Pedro Carmano Estanga as the President of 
Venezuela, thus violating the constitutional order chosen by the Venezuela people by exercising 
their right to vote in the 1999 Referendum of the Bolivarian Constitution.
